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Material identification of several objects from the find with
inv. no. TS 3897/ Tromse Museum

Several objects from the find with the inv. nr. TS 3897 (Tromse Museum) were observed and
their material was identified using the light microscopy. This find is dated by C14 between
995-1275 AD and comes from Andey in Nordland.'

The observed objects are:

1. Shoe sole

a The type of the leader

b The sewing thread

¢ Dirt residues on the sole

d Textile thread prints on the sole
2. Animal hairs

a Thick, light hair

3. Hairs with tissue and textile fragments

a Hair
b Textile fibre

ad 1 The shoe sole

There are three fragments, which are considered to be a part of the shoe soles. Two of them
have a side seam with rests of fur (Fig. 1). The fur created the upper, which is the instep part
of the shoe. The leather is ¢. 3 mm thick. The epidermis shows a clear grain surface pattern
